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SAINT OF THE MONTH:  
November 17 is the feast day of St. 
Phillippine Duchesne. She was born 
Rose Phillippine Duchesne on August 
29, 1769 in Grenoble, France into a 
prosperous mercantile family.  At the 
age of eight she was inspired by a 
Jesuit missionary to Louisiana to desire 
a similar life.  At age seventeen she 

joined the Visitation Order at Sainte-Marie-d'en-Haut.  
Her father successfully forbade her taking vows because 
of the poor religious climate during the French 
Revolution. She, however, continued to work to assist the 
sick, religious prisoners and needy children.  After the 
revolution, Phillippine tried to reactive the convent but 
failed, finally with the help of Fr. Varin and Mother 
Madeleine-Sophie Barat she joined the Society of the 
Sacred Heart in 1804. Her desire to become a 
missionary to America was finally realized in 1818 when 
she and four companions arrived in New Orleans and 
traveled to St. Louis.  Her missionary zeal was not 
diminished even though she never learned to speak 
English well and found reality very different from her imaginings.  Slowly the work of the community spread 
to surrounding areas.  She suffered through primitive conditions, a bout with yellow fever and difficulty with 
the Indian languages and still managed to establish communities as far West as Kansas.  She passed 
away on November 18, 1852, was beatified on May 12, 1940 and finally canonized on July 3, 1988. 
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ALL SAINTS DAY:  The Catholic Church has 
designated a day of remembrance for the 
saints since Pope Boniface IV established 
the practice in 609 AD.  We continue this 
celebration of a day of prayer for the holy 
dead to this day.

The Parish Council met on Tuesday, October 16, 2018 at 7pm 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
FINANCE:  Margaret Haehl reported that 
contributions are up5% for the month and 19% for 
the year to date.  Income from the sale of cemetery 
plots is up and bills for capital improvements have 
been made. 
 
BUILDING AND GROUNDS:  Dave Adams reported 
that the work on the ditch and paving have been 
completed. No parking areas have been marked, 2 
new handicapped parking places have been striped 
and new signs installed. Greg Kuhn reseeded all 
areas affected by the installation of the drainage 
ditch. The mailbox has been replaced. Cord 
Brothers are preparing an estimate to replace the 
handicapped ramp at the schoolhouse. 
 
FAITH FORMATION/  RELIGIOUS ED:   Sr Joan reported 
that there are currently 36 students enrolled in 
religious education classes.  Attendance has been 
exceptionally good.  There is a lock in at St. Joseph 
for High School Students scheduled.   
 
EVANGELIZATION:  Pat Barley reported that 4 
members of the combined committee with St. 
Joseph will attend the Diocesan Conference on 
Saturday, October 27.  Preparations are being made 
for the annual Advent/Christmas Letter and 
Calendar. 
 
ST. ANN ALTAR SOCIETY:  Eileen Settles reported that 
the Fall rummage sale was very successful.  In 
addition to the income from the sale, children’s 
clothing was donated to Clarity, shoes were donated 
to the Changing Footsteps program in Rushville, 
and the balance of the rummage was given to the St. 
Vincent de Paul Society in Shelbyville and 
Indianapolis.  Outdated televisions will no longer be 
accepted because they are difficult to dispose of.  
The Altar Society voted to pay $500.00 toward the 
utility bills for the Parish Hall. 
 
KNIGHTS OF COLUMBUS:  John Wisker reported that 
there will be a breakfast after Mass on Sunday, 
October 21 to support the Gibault program in Terre 
Haute.  The Knights voted to pay $500.00 toward 

Parish Hall expenses. 
 

OLD BUSINESS:  The bid to repair the sound system 
in the church was $6300.00. A second company, 
ESCO, was contacted and proposed replacing 
receiver and amplifier, changing the antenna and 
frequency.  The estimate will be presented at the 
next Council meeting Omer Cord was contacted 
about the septic system and suggested the use of 
Ridex to maintain the existing systems.   
 

NEW BUSINESS:  Sr. Joan presented a proposal to 
participate in a Diocesan pilot program to establish 
an Endowment Fund for the Parish. The percentage 
of return is generous and there are also matching 
funds available from the Diocese.  Since there will 
no longer be refunds from United Catholic Appeal 
of monies collected above the assessment, this 
program will be considered.  Money available to 
establish this fund can come from donations and 
endowments from parishioners but not from 
existing parish accounts.  Margaret Haehl and John 
Kappes will attend a meeting on the program and 
report back to the Council. 
Sr. Joan suggested that we look into creating a 
Parish Logo, Travis Huntsman will be contacted for 
assistance.

20 at 7:00 PM.  All parishioners are invited to 
attend.
