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SAINT OF THE MONTH:  
 
 
St. Peter Fourier was born in 
Lorraine, France on November 30, 
1565.  At age fifteen his father sent 
him to the university run by the 
Jesuits.  After graduation he 

opened a school in his home.  His true calling to the religious life led 
him to enter the service of God.  At the age of twenty he joined the 
Canon Regular of St. Augustine.  He was ordained in 1589 and was 
known for his great humility.  His humility and outstanding memory 
served him well and he was assigned the position of Vicar of the 
abbey parish.  Peter recognized the need for reform but his 
attempts met with little success. In 1597 he accepted assignment to 
the parish in Mattaincourt because it was the most challenging.  He 
spent much time in prayer and was an example of the simplicity of 
the monastic life to his parishioners.  He served the needy with 
material and spiritual needs alike.  He made the free education of all 
children his first priority. 
His initial attempt to attract young men met with little success.  After 
recruiting the help of several women he opened a free school for 
girls in 1598.  These young ladies were trained for a variety of 
positions.  He mandated that both wealth and poor children alike be 
educated at no cost.  In 1616 the order of Canonesses Regular of 
St. Augustine was granted Papal approval.  In 1622 Peter was 
again asked to tackle the problems of lack of discipline and reform 
of his Congregation.  By 1629, the fruits of his labor bore fruit as a 
new order. The Congregation of Our Savior and was elected 
Superior General in 1632. 
After some conflict with both the political and religious authorities he chose to spend the last years of his life as chaplain of a 
convent.  He also continued to teach in the local free school he had established.  Peter died on December 9, 1640.  He was 
beatified in 1730 by Pope Benedict XIII and was Canonized in 1897 by Pope Leo XIII.  His feast day is celebrated on 
December 9.
