Dear Parish Families,   
  
God continues to bless us with new life at St. Joe, 
even in the midst of this pandemic.  Iôve included lots 
of photos in this bulletin, knowing that a photo is 
worth 1000+ words. 
 
This is from a priest mentor, Fr. Goins.  I really like it: 
 
1.) At some point, we have to reopen the economy. 
Sadly, we will need to reopen even before a vaccine 
is produced. 

 

2.) Letôs be truthful:  only the economically privileged 
can remain sheltered in place for months on end. 

 

3.) Even when the economy reopens, the elderly 
(receiving pension income) can remain safely       
sequestered. 

 

4.) Mitigation efforts (masks; social distancing; good 
hygiene) can and should remain in force. 

 

5.) We need safe treatment options before we get a 
vaccine (which is probably a year away).  Our       
government should make treatment a top priority. 

 

6.) Itôs not disrespectful of life to suggest that people 
also need incomes to survive this event. 

 

7.) Politicizing the pandemic is cheap and counter-
productive. 
 
Itôs a hard decision our leaders have to make about 
WHEN to reopen things.  We pray for those who are 
on the frontlines of decisions and response and we 
pray for St. George to slay the COVID-19 dragon!

Sr. Joan’s Corner  

Dear Parishioners, 
 

In this weekendôs Gospel we read the story about 
two disciples leaving Jerusalem.  They had been  
followers of Jesus and were devastated by his      
crucifixion. They were probably frightened by the  
prospect of what might happen to them. 
 

On their way from Jerusalem to Emmaus they have 
an unusual encounter.  The man doesnôt seem to 
know what has recently happened in Jerusalem, but 
listens to their story of sorrow and disappointment. 
Then he interpreted to them all that referred to him in 
all the Scriptures.  But they did not recognize him. 
It is only in welcoming him into their house and   
sharing a meal with him that they realized who it is 
they are facing:  it is Jesus the risen Lord.  They    
immediately turned around and returned to Jerusa-
lem.  The Easter event can turn our lives around. 
 

This Coronavirus has caused us to have many of the 
same feelings that the disciples had after the crucifix-
ion.  The seniors in college and high school, the   
athletes, engaged couples, all have had their dreams 
dashed.  Even more so the people who have con-
tracted the disease and their loved ones whose lives 
have changed forever.  All of us who could not      
celebrate Easter at Mass with our extended families. 
I think everyone has been effected in some way. 
 

This week as we take time to pray, let us ask Christ 
in one way or another to meet us ñon the roadò and 
help us to see how our experiences can change us 
for the better.  What have we learned about our-
selves and our families during this time of ñisolationò? 
Ask Christ to bless it.  I miss seeing you all very 
much.

Summary of COVID-19 Protocol for the 
Archdiocese of Indianapolis 

~ All places of worship, parish halls and schools are 
Locked and CLOSED. Do not attempt to enter.  Stay 
at home and pray. There are to be no public  
gatherings.  
 

~ All priests are asked to celebrate Mass privately 
and daily.  If possible, to make the mass available 
via the social media.  The lay faithful are encouraged 
to make Spiritual Communions.  The distribution of  
communion outside of Mass is not allowed, except in 
danger of death.  
 

~ Weddings, Confirmations, and Baptisms are all 
postponed.  
 

~ Funerals are to be postponed or celebrated outside 
the context of Mass with a very small number of the 
family members present, who practice the prescribed 
precautions for hygiene and social distancing.  
 

~ Confession and Anointing are to be administered in 
danger of death.  Regularly scheduled confession 
times are not permitted.  
 

~ Parish offices are encouraged to be closed, with 
employees working from home or keeping social  
distance.  The Catholic Center/Chancery of the  
Archdiocese is closed.
