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Pastor’s Column  

Dear Parishioners, 
 

Most of us know that we are all required, by Church 
law, to abstain from meat on Fridays during Lent. 
What many are unaware of is that this practice was 
never really done away with after Vatican II. Allow me 
to quote Canon Law. My emphases are underlined. 
 

Canon 1250 All Fridays through the year and the 
time of Lent are penitential days and times through-
out the entire Church. 

Canon 1251 Abstinence from eating meat or  
another food according to the prescriptions of the 
conference of bishops is to be observed on Fridays 
throughout the year unless they are solemnities;  
abstinence and fast are to be observed on Ash 
Wednesday and on the Friday of the Passioné. 
 

As you see, we Catholics are bound to do some extra 
penance of some nature on Fridays year-round. 
Youôll notice there in Canon 1251 that a bishops  
conference can issue further ñprescriptionsò about 
substitutes -- other things that we can do on Fridays 
as penance -- but some penance on Fridays is a 
MUST! Hereôs what the US Bishops have said 
(again, my emphases are underlined): 
 

Among the works of voluntary self-denial and  
personal penance which we especially commend to 
our people for the future observance of Friday, even 
though we hereby terminate the traditional law of  
abstinence binding under pain of sin as the sole  
prescribed means of observing Friday, we give first 
place to abstinence from flesh meat. We do so in the 
hope that the Catholic community will ordinarily  
continue to abstain from meat by free choice as  
formerly we did in obedience to Church law. 
 

This simply says that it is no longer a mortal sin to 
eat meat on Fridays, but itôs still the best thing we 
can do, and if we arenôt doing that, we had better be 
fasting from something else equally difficult.  
 

We should do the drive-thru Oktoberfest on Saturday 
because of this, but because of the practical consid-
erations with the 5pm Mass and parking on Saturday, 
and because Friday is the Feast of Guardian Angels, 
I as pastor hereby dispense everyone from the 
meatless Friday on October 2 IF you come to the 
drive-thru Oktoberfest! A pastor can do that. 

 

Donôt forget to wear masks that cover your chin, 
mouth, and nose to Mass.

Dear Parishioners, 
 

This weekendôs readings are about forgiveness, and 
most of us have something to learn about this im-
portant act. Our First Reading tells how awful wrath 
and anger are and how the sinner, ñhugs them 
tightò a wonderful image. Release them and let them 
go, it says. I say, How I wish it was so easy. 
 

In the Gospel Jesus tells a parable about a servant 
who is pardoned by his master but then goes out and 
refuses to forgive his own fellow servant. At about the 
end of the parable the master calls him a ñwicked 
servantò and says, ñshould you not have had pity on 
your fellow servant, as I had pity on you?ò 
 

What is the lesson in this? That the deepest motiva-
tion for forgiveness is loving gratitude. If someone 
has forgiven me out of love, then my authentic reac-
tion will be deep appreciation. I will want to pass the 
gift on. It follows that if God has forgiven me. I will 
want to give to anyone else the same liberation I 
have received. 
 

This week as we take time to pray, let us remember 
how much or how many times God has forgiven us. 
And ask for the grace to be as merciful to those who 
we need to forgive out of love.
