Dear Parishioners, 
 

Well folks, Iôm afraid we need to redo our Holy Week 
and Easter schedule.  After speaking with his       
doctors, Fr.

He says he has good days 
where he feels great, but he also has days where he 
wakes up and feels not up to doing Masses and 
things.  So, he said, we better not have him on the 
schedule.  
 

Now, if he wakes up on Easter and is feeling great, 
then he will take one of the Masses, but Sr. Joan and 
I worked out the schedule to where I would be able to 
do all of the Masses if need be.  Please see the new 
schedule on page 8.  The schedule in this bulletin 
overrides any previous schedule you have seen! 
 

Fr. Paul told me there is nothing for folks to worry 
about; he said, ñIôm just 93 for heavenôs sake!ò  He 
said he still wishes to help when he can but that we 
should not bank on him.  I told him he canôt slow 
down until he is 100!!! 
 

In any event, the prayer to the Holy Spirit I mentioned 
in my sermons last weekend is below this column. 
Cut it out if you would like to and stick it in your     
Bibles.  The priest on my retreat suggested we pray 
that prayer right when we wake up in the morning 
(before going to the bathroom!) and then open our 
Bibles to a random page and put our finger in there. 
Then, read that verse and see what God might have 
to say -- our ñmarching ordersò for the day.  
 

Iôve been doing that for the past week and I love it!  I 
highly recommend it as a great way of plugging into 
the Holy Spirit and to Godôs Word!!

Sr. Joan’s Corner  

Dear Parishioners, 
 
The Scripture readings for this Fourth Sunday of Lent 
(Also called Laetare or Rejoice Sunday) remind us 
that Salvation is a free gift.  A gift given in spite of our 
rejection and blindness.  
 
The first reading tells us that God tried everything to 
warn the people about their behaviors.  God sent 
messengers to help them confront the evil of their 
actions, but they did not listen.  They did not heed the 
warnings.  So, the house of God was burned and the 
people were taken into exile.  But God did not leave 
them.  Through Cyrus, king of Persia, the worship in 
the temple was restored.  
 
St. Paul makes it clear that while we were dead in sin 
we were brought to life with Christ.  And the Gospel 
presents us with, ñGod so loved the world that he 
gave his only Son, so that everyone who believes in 
him might not perish but might have eternal life.  
To summarize the message of the readings, they tell 
us of Godôs love and mercy.  This is indeed a reason 
to rejoiceðwhy this is called Rejoice Sunday. 
 
This week as we take time to pray, we may ask our-
selves if we also are deaf and blind to the people that 
God puts in our lives.  May the last half of Lent be a 
time for us to listen.  It is never too late to rejoice in 
the awareness of Godôs love.
